Serving dinner (60 pizzas) in the cafeteria worked well. The concert was approximately 45 minutes in length and was well-received.

Fundraising Committee Reports

Flower Sales: Joan March – No Report.

Concessions: Warren and Brenda White – A new chair is needed. Bob Hwozdik will chair the Sparks in the Park concessions.

Market Day: Jennifer Maxwell (absent) and Deb Brandell. Cursory review indicates that 2008 sales were higher than previous years. Potential for greater profits could be realized if more families participated. Currently there are 10-15 regular customers. Combining sales with other groups could be to our advantage. Mary Ann Lambrecht is approaching the choral groups that she directs to determine their interest in joining the band’s market day venture. This collaboration may extend to our Scrip program as well. Gordon Food Services (GFS) Fun Funds were promoted as an avenue of profit. By naming the Milford High School Band as the beneficiary of the Fun Fund on your application, a percentage of each member’s purchase is awarded to the band.  GFS applications were available during the meeting and additional applications will be sent with band statements.

Kroger Cards and Scrip: Maryann Makkonen reported on her effort to deplete ready-reserve stock of GLS to streamline the scrip process, reduce the level of inactive inventory, and protect band funds from unnecessary investment in inventory and investment in inventory that may not retain face value. Maryann indicated that this was a trial period to weigh the pros and cons of stock on hand. Maryann also reported that all scrip credits were up to date.

Bingo: Thursday Night Bingo – Rhonda Rogers indicated a $3,500.00 profit for the 1/1/09 Bingo night. Happy New Year! Student credits have been calculated and recorded. The Thursday night Bingo computer will be securely stored in the uniform room and the Sunday night Bingo computer will be used on Thursdays.

1. Tammy Mitchell indicated that as a follow-up to the Bingo audit, she audited concessions over the holidays. She will audit Scrip next. The executive board and committee chairs are proactively creating additional accountability controls in the fundraising project financial procedures. The final decision from the state regarding the Thursday Night Bingo status is still to come.

2. Regarding the housekeeping within the uniform room, anything prior to 2001 can be stored elsewhere. This includes uniforms, props, papers, and an abundance of fabric. Brenda Herron-White and Bob Hwozdik are cleaning and sorting in preparation for Susan Zonca and Lori McClean to commence co-chair duties.

3. Brenda Herron-White revisited the need to contact other bands now for a charity show in the fall. Paul Schreiber indicated that he would contact them.
